Correspondence reported included:

e A thank you to the library from the Internal Revenue Service for it’s
support of tax preparation assistance for the public.

e A note from Diane Graue about her leaving the Board after eight years of
service. (eep: Was she expressing delight in serving or in leaving?)

Bill Ptacek (KCLS Director)

e KCLS will review design concept presentations by four architectural firms
for a parking structure at the Bellevue Regional Library. (Doris & Dolores
will attend the presentations.)

e KCLS staff had a meeting with the Lake Hills Shopping Center developer.
Bill said he had “positive” feelings from the meeting even though the
developer turned down the KCLS offer to purchase the corner piece of the
land to speed-up the library move. There is hope that the project will
soon begin moving forward with the possibility that surface grading might
start before the end of the year. Bill said that City staff believe that the
project has a high priority will not delay permits any longer than
necessary. KCLS will, however, not wait forever and needs to see some

progress or they will have to look into other options for the Lake Hills
Library.

Intellectual Freedom at KCLS

Angie Benedetti talked about the importance of intellectual freedom to

librarians and at KCLS.

asked of all librarian applicants and one of them is on intellectual freedom.

e Materials Selection — a KCLS policy. She talked about librarians
defending access not content and presenting all points of view (striving to
