ABC Express:

Gretchen explained the serviced provided using
the ABC Express van. It makes regular stops
providing an opportunity for toddlers and
preschoolers with on-site library service at their
day-care or community centers. We toured one of
the two “library on wheels” and saw the wide variety of books, music and movies for
children. We also learned that some older children (up to grade 8) use the service and
that the van can bring holds to people at the stops too.

In the afternoons and evenings, ABC Express brings books, music, and movies to a
variety of community neighborhoods.

ABC Express circulates about 9,000 items a month — more than some small branch
libraries.

Early Literacy:

Celia told us about their new Early Literacy DVD that they were hoping to get into
pediatrician’s offices where they would be given away free. It includes snippets from
several different library early literacy programs.

Her department is also working on a “Books for Babies” effort with public health nurses

in south King County that gives free board books to new mothers and will soon also
have the new DVD.
