BCC:
The group was greeted by Myra Van Vactor, Library Director at Bellevue Community
College and her staff for a tour of the newly renovated facility. Of particular note for
us was:
¢ The facility has about 43,000 sq. ft.
» Library staff is 5 librarians, 5 support staff and about 9.5 student assistants
¢ The BCC Library is open 73 hours a week when school is in session
¢ They have 40,000+ items in the library and more then 30,000 periodicals and
e-books available online.
¢ Community members are welcome to come into the facility and use material in
the library. This includes computers which can access databases, but the
machines do not do word processing.
e Community members can purchase a library card to check-out some materials
for $15 a year.
* About 17% of the BCC students are taking distance education (online) classes.

The group adjourned to the college Board Room and were joined there by four of the
BCC librarians. During that part of the meeting, the following points were discussed:
e BCCis creating online web tutorials for some information literacy topics and
they are freely available for anyone, not just students, to view.
e About 25% of BCC students receive library instruction.
e BCC does not now have Sunday hours, but this is a very busy day at the Bellevue
Regional Library. BCC might consider some Sunday study times near finals.
e BCChas a growing population of ESL students.
