1.  Call to Order:  The meeting was unofficially called to order at 4:10 p.m. (Later officially in order with a quorum of four.)

3.  Correspondence and Communications
There was a presentation from Oscar Del Moro from Cosmos Development.  Mr. Del Moro presented drawings for the Lake Hills Shopping Center project and spoke of the uses of this proposed center.  The plan is to have 50% go towards office space, commercial and the library with the rest being residential.  This would include 90 residential units.  The library is projected to be the primary anchor of the residential, retail and commercial areas of this shopping center.  If the City approves the plans, the next step will be to have it reviewed by the East Bellevue Community Council within two months.  Some discussion followed.  

The new Bellevue Friends of the Library president, Barbara Chambers was introduced and welcomed to the group.

Chapple Langemack, Bellevue Regional Library 

Chapple reported that Bellevue had their big team weed and showed some books that surfaced during the process.  The Summer Reading Program is in full swing and going well.  
Robin Rothschild, Lake Hills Library

Robin did not have a lot to report on the Lake Hills Library this month.  She did pass around several communications.  
Bruce Adams, King County Library System

Bruce stated that work on the Covington and Burien libraries is underway.  He also shared that as computer usage is extremely popular among the public, KCLS is considering providing wireless tablets for patrons as a means to offer additional connectivity options within the branches.  The downloading of books to MP3s is another possible option for users currently being explored by KCLS.  Early Literacy will be put into a physical space representation at 6 libraries soon to further this program.  
Bill Ptacek, King County Library System
Bill reported that he is feeling very positive about Bellevue projects and other KCLS building projects currently underway.  There has been some difficulty finding sites for some branches, with the site for the Newcastle library being one of the most difficult to place, as there are not too many suitable places in the city of Newcastle.  KCLS is hopeful that a solution to this challenge will be forthcoming soon.
